
You will find us south of Poitiers and
north of Angouleme off the RN10.

Leave the RN10 sign-posted La Touché
D’Anaïs and take the D11 west travelling
through Bellevue heading towards Vars,
once in Vars carry on along the D11
through Le Portal and into Basse.

On arrival at Basse turn right onto the
D117 sign-posted Bignac.  Follow signs
‘Camping Bignac***’.

Bignac is close to the river Charente.
